God has not given us a spirit of fear. He's called us to "stir up" the gifts He's given us--to serve Him
wholeheartedly, without fearing our mistakes, other's opinions, or anything else. It's His love--not fear--that
we want to govern each action.

If you find fear trying to sneak its way into your heart, yank its mask off with the truth. Remind yourself of
God's unconditional love--that He is leading and guiding you and is over even your mistakes. Focus on His
greatness. Recognize His power over every circumstance. And walk forward in His love--trusting Him and

obeying His call.
